Rotary was formed in 1905 by a Chicago Attorney named 
Paul Harris and three other businessmen. It was a club 
formed on the ideal of Fellowship which extends out to
embrace service into the community.

 Their weekly meetings “rotated” among their offices, 
providing the new service club with it’s name.

Today, Rotary flourishes with some 27,000 clubs and 1.2
million people as club members. Members who provide 
community service in every nation in the world. Rotary is
non-religious and non-political.

The Rotary Club of Mt Martha is one of 9 Rotary Clubs on 
the Mornington Peninsula including Mornington, Dromana, 
Rye, Mt Eliza, Hastings-Westernport, Rosebud, 
Somerville -Tyabb and Sorrento.
